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Emergency Action Plan
1. Purpose
Ensure a quick, organized, and effective response to medical or safety emergencies during practices, games, or events.
2. Key Roles
· Charge Person – Takes control in an emergency, assesses the situation, and directs actions.
· Call Person – Contacts emergency services (911), provides location details, and communicates with responders.
· Control Person – Keeps bystanders away, guides emergency personnel to the scene, and manages crowd control.
3. Essential Information to Have Ready
· Exact field/facility address and nearest access points for emergency vehicles.
· Emergency contact list for all players, coaches, and staff.
· Medical profiles (allergies, conditions, medications) for each participant.
· Location of first aid kit, AED, and fire extinguishers.
4. Emergency Procedures
1. Assess – Ensure the area is safe, check the injured person’s condition.
2. Call – Dial 911, give clear details: nature of injury, location, number of people involved.
3. Care – Provide first aid within your training level until help arrives.
4. Control – Keep the area clear, direct EMS to the scene.
5. Document – Record the incident details after the situation is resolved.

5. Special Considerations
· Assign backups for each role in case someone is absent.
· Review and practice the EAP at the start of each season.
· Update contact and medical info regularly.
· Have a weather safety plan (lightning, extreme heat, etc.).
